366 REPORT ON THE HOUSING NEEDS SURVEY from Katie May, Rural Officer, Community Lincs

Katie thanked the Parish Council for the assistance given. The response rate had been disappointing at only 9% but the results had been interesting & showed that there was a possible need for some affordable housing in Legbourne & explained the process which gave local residents the first opportunity of any houses that there built. The houses could not be 100% purchased which prevented them being sold at inflated prices & maintained the properties for local use; properties could be rented. Katie believed that further consultation was appropriate to confirm the need. Following discussion it was agreed that Katie would attend a Parish Plan meeting in autumn along with another speaker. Katie is to extend an invitation to the Parish Council to attend the opening of the new properties in Manby on the 29th July.

Hedges obscuring signs etc will be attended to. Clerk to ask for timetable of work.
