400 DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST – None
401 CLERKS REPORT
· Highways update –The dense trees on Kenwick Crossroad roundabout will be cut by ELDC as part of a rolling programme this financial year & will be carried out at the same time as visibility splays. However, they will not be thinned out completely as these are naturally designed as traffic calming measures to slow traffic down on approach to the roundabout.  Open Dyke – LCC state it is the property of the landowners & ask the Council to perhaps consider approaching them in this instance.  Verge markers have been placed here as a form of identification. Footway from the picnic Area into Legbourne village – The footpath is on a list for consideration.

· Street Lighting – No 49 (Mill Lane) reported as being on the entire time log 833087 & 73 (Reston Rd) also reported as being on all the time log 833094.
· Letter sent to Sir Peter Tapsell MP urging him to support the Sustainable Communities Act amendment bill. Response circulated.

· ELDC advised that digital radio reception was excellent in Legbourne

Application N/100/02000/09, Mr I Houlgrave, Cherry Tree Farm, Louth Road, Muckton. Extension to existing livestock building. Full planning permission granted.

Letter from ELDC re Abbey Lincs Construction Ltd re outline erection of a dwelling on land at Sancarlyn, Poplars Lane, Legbourne. Application was withdrawn on 27th September 2009. Clerk asked to check as it would appear building had started.
403 PARISH PLAN - Cllr Harrison reported that Mr Chapman had drafted a further questionnaire which was currently being circulated for comment & had had not yet seen.
404 GRASS CUTTING – The Clerk had ascertained that LCC would be willing to look at cost reimbursement if the Parish Council wished to organise grass cutting certain areas within the village & the Clerk was asked to obtain information from LCC on where they cut currently within Legbourne & how often in order that it could consider its options.
405 PARISH ISSUES
a. Street Lighting. The previously reported lights not yet attended to although the team was working in the village. No further issues.
b. Highways Matters – Speed Sign/Monitoring – The information received from Highways was considered but it was extremely expensive to purchase signs for use within the village. Cllr Marfleet informed the meeting that he had managed to obtain a sign for one village due to circumstances but would put Legbourne forward for consideration. The installation of signs was judged on merit. Cllr Marfleet to also enquire regarding a cheaper sign that had been mentioned. Storage of Refuse Bins – The Clerk had circulated ELDC’s response on appropriate storage. Following debate It was resolved that the Parish Council is to inform ELDC of complaints received where the Parish Council had previously approached householders on this issue without success & with regard to new complaints on bins elsewhere the Parish Council will approach in the first instance regarding positioning of their bins. p PS s CH. Cllr Kenworthy raised the spacing of the lampposts on Station Rd from the village boundary to the picnic area & questioned whether the spacing indicated it should be a 30 mile/hr section. Clerk to enquire as to criteria & whether it would be possible to extend the 30 mile/hr speed limit.
c. Parishioners Issues.   Glass Disposal Unit at the Queens Head – Clerk to publicise in Yellow Pages & on the web page. The glass reflector signs that had appeared on Mill Lane had been raised. Clerk to contact LCC. Dog Refuse Bins/Rubbish Bins – now emptied but had been extremely full prior to this, Clerk to ask for them to be emptied more frequently.

408 LIBRARY SERVICE – Cllr Harrison had spoken to the Head of the School who was reasonably satisfied with the current service. The issue of the school being used for Parishioners to collect/change books was discussed but due to CRB regulations this would not be possible.  Cllr Marfleet advised that in some communities the church was used for this purpose. Cllr Green to speak to the Church Wardens. Clerk to check locations for mobile library within Legbourne & ask re possibility of changing these if it would serve the community better. Clerk to check web site link to library service.
409 HOUSING NEEDS SURVEY – The request by Community Lincs to hold a further meeting following the Housing Needs Survey within Legbourne supported by the Parish Council was debated. It was resolved to inform Community Lincs that the timescales indicated were extremely tight & it was not feasible but  the Parish Council had no objections to Community Lincs arranging a meeting should it wish to do so. p Cllr Collins s Cllr Heard.

Clerk & Cllr Green to arrange meetings & obtain prices for the work & then agenda.  Cllr Green also asked the Clerk to contact Highways re a bollard on Wood Lane that had fallen into the gulley and needed replacing.
