As part of the Armistice Centenary Commemorations it is intended to floodlight the Church spire red on the 

evening of Armistice Day to coincide with the national Beacon Lighting at 7.00pm, ‘Battle’s Over’, in memory of all 

those who lost their lives in the Great War. The following evening the spire will be floodlit again but this time 

white to represent Peace and the end of the Great War.  

The Church bells will also be rung half muffled at various points over the weekend and on Armistice Day in 

memory of all those who lost their lives in the Great War. At some point around Armistice Day in early November a 

full peal will be attempted on the bells lasting approx 3 hours to mark this centenary. 

The Remembrance Sunday service is at Potterhanworth church but the 30 villagers of both Potterhanworth and 

Nocton who lost their lives in the Great War will be remembered by means of special candles, photos and 

personal information. The service is at 10.15am followed by wreath laying at the war memorial in Potterhanworth. 

As well as the Breathe service that evening at Nocton at 6pm there is also a special service “A People of Peace” at 

6pm in Branston preceded by refreshments at 5pm. Please look at the Church blog for more details at
